ice sheets are pushed up against the shore or the lake

bottom in shallow areas.

The cracks in the ice, on the open lake, occur as a result
of temperature changes on the surface of the lake ice. At
times of extreme cold, the ice on the lake shrinks,

- opening up cracks, which quickly fill with water and
freeze again. When the temperatureses again, the ice
warms and the thermal expansion puts compression
stress in the ice, as it pushes into opposing sheets of ice
or into the shoreline.When the stress exceeds the
compressive strength of the ice it ruptures. The fractured
ice plates ardorced upward along the lines of the crack
or along the shoreline, in much the same fashion that
plate tectonicscreates mountain ranges, except on a
much smaller scale. These conditions are alfected by
the lowering of the lake level from the fall through into
the winter.
